Elizabeth Dole has had a remarkable public service career, serving five United States Presidents and winning 54% 

of the vote in November 2002 to serve the people of North Carolina in the United States Senate. As Senator, 

Elizabeth Dole is focused on growing the economy and creating jobs, strengthening national security and modern-

izing our military, improving education and making quality health care more affordable and accessible. Elizabeth 

Dole is committed to making North Carolina ï and America ï safer, stronger, healthier and more successful in the 

months and years ahead. She serves on the Senate Armed Services, Banking, Small Business and Aging Commit-

tees.  
 

Elizabeth Dole has been named numerous times by the Gallup Poll as one of the worldôs top ten most admired 

women. She was the first woman to serve as the departmental head of a branch of the military, the U.S. Coast 

Guard, when she was Secretary of Transportation.  

 

A native of Salisbury, North Carolina, Elizabeth Dole graduated with distinction from Duke University in 1958 and was a member of Phi 

Beta Kappa. She earned a degree from Harvard Law School in 1965 and also holds a masterôs degree in education and government from 

Harvard.   From 1969 to 1973, Elizabeth Dole served as Deputy Assistant to President Nixon for Consumer Affairs, beginning a career of 

dedication to public safety, for which she received the National Safety Councilôs Distinguished Service Award in 1989. Elizabeth Doleôs 

resume includes six years (1973-1979) as a member of the Federal Trade Commission and two years (1981-1983) as Assistant to Presi-

dent Reagan for Public Liaison.  

 

In February 1983, Elizabeth Dole joined President Reaganôs Cabinet as Secretary of Transportation ï the first woman to hold that posi-

tion. During her four-and-a-half years at Transportation, the United States enjoyed the safest period then to date in all three major trans-

portation areas ï rail, air, and highway.  Elizabeth Dole was sworn in by President Bush as the nationôs 20th Secretary of Labor in January 

1989. She worked to increase safety and health in the workplace, advocated upgrading the skills of the American workforce, and played a 

key role in resolving the bitter 11-month Pittston Coal Strike in southwest Virginia.  

 

Elizabeth Dole left President Bushôs Cabinet in 1991 to become only the second woman since founder Clara Barton to serve as President 

of the American Red Cross, an organization larger than many of the Fortune 500. To demonstrate her appreciation for volunteers, the 

heart and soul of the American Red Cross, Elizabeth Dole volunteered her first year at the Red Cross, accepting no salary. During her 

tenure, 91 cents of every dollar spent went to programs and services.  Representing the American Red Cross internationally, Elizabeth 

Dole visited Kuwait following the Gulf War to assess Red Cross services provided to U.S. military personnel. In December 1992, she 

visited Red Cross relief operations in famine-stricken Somalia and Mozambique, as well as in war-torn Croatia. In August 1994, Elizabeth 

Dole led a humanitarian relief delegation to Rwandan refugee camps in the former Zaire. 

 

In January 1999, Elizabeth Dole concluded her service at the Red Cross and sought the Republican presidential nomination. In her cam-

paign for president of the United States, Elizabeth Dole became the first viable woman candidate from a major political party. She at-

tracted thousands of first-time voters into the democratic process.  

 

Elizabeth Doleôs awards are numerous, ranging from honors for civic service and leadership in government to accolades for her charitable 

commitments and dedication to issues surrounding women in the workplace. In 1991, she was honored with the prestigious North Caro-

lina Award from Governor James Martin. She was named ñNorth Carolinian of the Yearò by the North Carolina Press Association in 

1994. In 2006, the Charlotte Chamber of Commerce presented her its "Citizen of the Carolinas" award. In 1993, Women Executives in 

State Government honored Elizabeth Dole with its Lifetime Achievement Award. In 1998, she received the Humanitarian Award from the 

National Commission Against Drunk Driving. That same year, Elizabeth Dole was selected for induction into the Safety and Health Hall 

of Fame International for her transportation, workplace, and blood safety accomplishments.  

 

She has also received the Foreign Policy Association Medal, and the Radcliffe College Medal for her outstanding accomplishments. Eliza-

beth Dole was awarded the National Religious Broadcastersô 1999 Board of Directors Award. In 1995, she received Churchwoman of the 

Year honors by Religious Heritage of America, and in 1996 the Christian Woman of the Year Association named her Christian Woman of 

the Year.

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        No, Donôt Do It! 
 

Itôs like watching a horror movie. No! Donôt do it!! Donôt open the door! You cover your eyes because you donôt want to 

look. You canôt believe theyôre going to do it. But you know they are. Even though it makes no sense, and itôs obvious to 

everybody watching that itôs the absolute worst thing they could possibly do. Theyôre going to do it anyway. Why? In a 

horror movie itôs because itôs in the script. And ultimately, it doesnôt really matter, because itôs all make believe. 
 

But this isnôt a horror movie. Itôs real. And it affects every one of us, but weôre powerless to stop it. All we can do is write 

our Congressmen and say No! Donôt do it!! Donôt give them the bailout money! And that does about as much good as shout-

ing at the movie screen Donôt open the door! Because you know theyôre going to do it anyway. 
 

First they said they needed $700 billion to bail out troubled financial institutions. Letters to Congressmen ran 20-1 against 

the bailout and, last September, Congress voted against the bailout bill. But they kept sweetening the pot with a little pork 

here and a little pork there until everybody in Congress had enough pork in the bill to lure them into voting for the bailout, 

in massive disregard of the indignant outcries of the people who elected them. 
 

Then Bernanke and Paulson turned around and said, You know what? Weôre not going to use this bailout money the way 

we originally said we would, because that would have been a really stupid thing to do. (Really? When did you figure that 

out, Mr. Genius? Thatôs what all the people writing to their Congressmen were screaming all along.) But, even after ac-

knowledging the plan was hopeless, instead of rescinding the bailout, they decided to spend it on something else. After all, 

they already had the money; you could hardly expect them to just give it back! ð Not that they actually do have the money. 

But thatôs never stopped them from spending it before. Why should it stop them now? ð So they voted to spend all this 

money they donôt actually have, and then decided not to spend it for the purpose for which they swore they needed it. So 

now theyôre going to spend it on something else. They havenôt yet told us what, exactly. Why not? Because they donôt 

know. They donôt have a plan. But spend it they will.

To qualify for some of this free money, a corporation or institution has to prove theyôve mis-

managed their finances on such an unprecedented scale that theyôre billions of dollars in the hole and have absolutely no 

way out, short of a federal bailout.  The three automakers deserve to go out of business. GM and Toyota each sold 9.37 mil-

lion vehicles last year. Toyota made $17.1 billion. GM lost $38.7 billion. What more needs to be said? But, instead of let-

ting economic Darwinism take itôs course, the government wants to compel the taxpayers to throw our hard-earned money 

at them so they can flush our money down the drain after their own. This is madness. Just say No! Donôt do it!! Donôt open 

the door! 
 

And, of course, now everybody else is lining up for bailouts as well. Even city and state governments are getting in line. 

The economy is bad. An awful lot of businesses are losing money or going bankrupt, and local governments are losing tax 

revenue because their tax base is losing their jobs. So why not just stick a hose directly into the pockets of all the taxpayers 

in the country, and siphon out more and more money until the well runs dry, to keep businesses afloat that are unable to 

make a profit on their own merits? Surely, every business deserves to make money, whether or not they provide good value 

to their customers and investors.

The Trans -Texas Corridor Is Dead Or Is It?  

By Mary Hargis  
On January 6, 2009, Texas Department of Transportationõs (TxDOT) 

Executive Director, Amando Saenz Jr. announced the Trans -Texas Corri-

dor (TTC) is dead.  Mr. Saenz made the announcement at the depart-

mentõs annual Transportation Forum in Austin but added the 

òInnovative Connectivity in Texas/Vision 2009 Planó will take its place.  

This new plan is designed to use existing roads and on -going projects.  

The I -69 and SH 130 projects will continue to move forward.  Saenz said 

the I -69 project will be limited to the US 59 footprint and if more lanes 

are needed, then the roadway will be widened.  He also said the state is 

pursuing the use of private contractors in the 49 -mile long southern por-

tion of the SH 130 toll road.  TxDOT has already constructed forty miles 

of SH 130 which runs southeast of Austin from Mustang Ridge to George-

town.  The southern extension, aka the Central Texas Tollway, will fol-

low US 183 south, loop west to Lockhart and intersect I -10 just east of 

Seguin.   
 

The groundbreaking of this is scheduled for August 2009. It will be a 

joint venture with Spanish, Australian and American contractors with 

plans for completion sometime in 2012.  At that time, it will be the only 

privately -run toll road in the state.  However, TxDOT plans on many 

more in the future.  
 

Some of the differences between the TTC and the new òInnovative Con-

nectivity Planó are the TTC was going to have three 1200 foot-wide corri-

dors filled with automobile and rail traffic as well as utilities and natural 

gas lines.  The new plan will construct three 600 foot -wide toll roads 

which will be assigned numerical designations instead of being referred 

to as the Trans -Texas Corridor.  The term "Trans -Texas Corridor" for 

now survives in one very prominent place, the Texas Transportation 

Code.

"If I can be 

made to serve as a distraction, then there is that much less time 

debating the merits of the trillion -dollar debacle," Rush wrote.  
 

òThe Great Unifierõs plan is to isolate elected Republicans from 

their voters and supporters by making the argument about me 

and not about his plan. He is hoping that these Republicans will 

also publicly denounce me and thus marginalize me." Limbaugh 

continued in his e -mail to Lambiet: "I believe his stimulus is 

aimed at re -establishing 'eternal' power for the Democrat Party 

rather than stimulating the economy, because anyone with a 

brain knows this is NOT how you stimulate the economy. 

òObamaõs plan would buy votes for the Democrat Party, in the 

same way FDRõs New Deal established majority power for 50
