June will become Juneteenth/

Frontier Cowboy Month if Rep. 

Susan King (R -Abilene) has her 

way.  She filed HB 664 saying so.  

The bill is to recognize òTexas cow-

boys of every ethnic background as 

heroes of Texasó and it òshall be 

regularly observed by appropriate 

celebrations.ó Constitutional Right 

to Hunt and Fish I know a lot of 

Republicans like to hunt and fish, 

but I didnõt realize it was a right 

that must be threatened.  Rep. 

Anderson (R -Waco) has filed HJR 

20 which is a constitutional amend-

ment guaranteeing every person in 

this state the right to hunt and 

fish.  I canõt believe itõs not in the 

constitution already!  The caveats?  

You must do so within the state 

law and there may be limits on 

òthreatenedó species as defined by 

the legislature.  I know we will all 

rest easier when our sacred rights 

are constitutionally protected.  
 

Rep. Naishtat (D -Austin) filed HB 

164 to allow medicinal use of mari-

juana.  It provides that possession 

as directed by a physician is an 

affirmative defense to prosecution.  

It also prohibits law enforcement 

from seeking to prosecute the doc-

tor for discussing the possible use 

of the drug as a treatment option.  

Iõm sure itõs just a coincidence that 

Naishtat is from Austin, but this is 

the only city where the T -shirts say 

òKeep Austin Weird.ó   
 

Strip Club Tax: Part 2  

Last session Rep Cohen (D -

Bellaire) successfully passed legis-

lation imposing a $5 head tax on 

strip -club patrons.  The money was 

supposed to be spent on health in-

surance for low -income Texans and 

programs to prevent sexual assault 

and help victims.  The state has 

collected $11.2 million but none 

has been spent on the intended 

purposes, or on anything at all.   

Today in the Texas House of Rep-

resentatives, Speaker Joe Strauss 

announced committee appoint-

ments. Representative Fletcher of 

District 130 was assigned to the 

Criminal Jurisprudence Commit-

tee and Urban Affairs Committee.  
 

Representative Fletcher said: "It 

is a privilege to be appointed by 

Speaker Joe Strauss to the Urban 

Affairs and Criminal Jurispru-

dence Committees. I believe by 

serving on these committees I can 

be helpful to the people of District 

130 and the state of Texas."  
 

The Urban Affairs Committee has 

jurisdiction over cities, municipali-

ties, and town corporations, in-

cluding their creation, organiza-

tion, powers, government, and 

finance, and the compensation 

and duties of their officers and 

employees. 
 

 

The Criminal Jurisprudence Com-

mittee has jurisdiction over all 

matters pertaining to criminal 

law, prohibitions, standards, and 

penalties, probation, and parole, 

criminal procedure in the courts of 

Texas, and revision or amendment 

of the Penal Code.  
 

The Senate began referring legis-

lation to committees on Tuesday.

           A Labor of Love  
 

At an age most women are content to share stories of grandchildren or tales of how it òUsed to be,ó 

Betty Evans was to begin a project that filled her life daily for thirteen years: Curator for the Magda-

lene Charlton Memorial Museum and the Griffin Memorial House.  
 

The year was 1966.  She and Harvey, her husband had been active in the Spring Creek Historical As-

sociation since its beginning in 1961.  With the untimely death of her dear, close friend, Magdalene 

Charlton in 1965, Betty began a labor of love and friendship.  Betty Evans finished the dream Magda-

lene had for the restoration of the Pillot House.  
 

Magdaleneõs dream had always been to own and eventually restore an old home.  Her dearest dream 

was picked up on by her father, Judge George Charlton.  Because of his daughterõs wish, Judge Charl-

ton contacted an old law school friend, Edmond B. Griffin, and their renewed friendship resulted in 

the Griffin familyõs gift of the Pillot House to the Spring Creek Historical Association by his daughter 

Mrs. Ruth Griffin McCourt.  
 

Magdalene had collected treasures for years.  Upon her death she willed everything 

to the historical association.  In addition, after her death, more than $3,000.00 in 

memorials was given to the association in memory of Magdalene.  The house had re-

cently arrived at its present location.  
 

Betty was to begin working at a pace no one could believe.  She cleaned the house 

with little help.  She made curtains, repaired junk furniture, and polished antiques 

to a high luster.  And as the money would run low, paying for things she could not 

physically do, such as leveling, re -roofing, and sheet -rocking, she would canvas 

friends for money.  
 

The money kept coming because the community and her friends knew her dedication to the project and 

Magdaleneõs memory. 
 

No one was able to for see the actualization of the complex as it is today.  No one, that is, but Betty.  

She had a dream, too.

Require state governments to adopt anti-

fraud and anti-theft policies before giving them more money.  

7. More American Energy Now. Explore for more American oil and gas and invest in 

affordable energy for the future, including clean coal, ethanol, nuclear power and renewable 

fuels. 

8. Abolish Taxes on Capital Gains. Match China, Singapore and many other competitors. 

More investment in America means more jobs in America.  

9. Protect the Rights of American Workers. We must protect a workerôs right to decide by 

secret ballot whether to join a union, and the workerôs right to freely negotiate. Forced 

unionism will kill jobs in America at a time when we canôt afford to lose them. 

10. Replace Sarbanes-Oxley.  This failed law is crippling entrepreneurial startups.  Replace it 

with affordable rules that help create jobs, not destroy them. 

11. Abolish the Death Tax. Americans should work for their families, not for Washington. 

12. Invest in Energy and Transportation Infrastructure . This includes a new, expanded 

electric power grid and a 21st century air traffic control system that will reduce delays in air 

travel and save passengers, employees and airlines billions of dollars per year.

Is it an income tax?                                                                                                                                                              
Thatõs been a continuing question about the new margin 

tax.  One of the arguments against is that you have to 

pay the tax even if you donõt have income.  Sen. Jackson 

(R-La Porte) filed SB 1037 which would change that.  

Jacksonõs bill says if you report zero or less on the net 

income line of your federal return, you donõt have to pay 

any franchise tax.  The bill does not apply to members of 

combined groups.  Would this bill make the margin tax 

more vulnerable to the personal income tax challenge?  

While we are on the margin tax, Rep. Edwards (D -Hou) 

filed HB 1667, which I place in the category of wishful 

thinking.  His bill cuts the margin tax rates from one per-

cent to .75 percent for most taxpayers and from .5 percent 

to .375 percent for retailers and wholesalers.  He also in-

creases the minimum revenue required before any tax is 

due to $1 million.  
 

Despite all the margin tax bills already filed and more to 

come, I donõt think the legislative leadership has yet 

made any decisions on how much tweaking to do.  Latest 

word is they want to wait and see how much the stimulus 

bill relieves the budget before deciding on anything that 

will cost money, and all the margin tax bills filed so far do 

cost money. 
 

It is an Income Tax                                                                                                                                                                

Rep. Burnam (D -Fort Worth) has filed a personal income 

tax bill.  HB 1735 is a personal income tax on incomes in 

excess of $100,000.  The tax rates are graduated starting 

at 2% for those making less than $150,000 and increasing 

to 6% for incomes over $1 million. Because of the infa-

mous Bullock amendment to the Texas constitution, this 

bill would require approval of the tax by Texas voters.  

Donõt worry about that vote.  This bill will never pass.
