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Proposition 1, HJR 

132 "The constitu-

tional amendment 

authorizing the fi-

nancing, including 

through tax incre-

ment financing, of the 

acquisition by mu-

nicipalities and coun-

ties of buffer areas or 

open spaces adjacent 

to a military installa-

tion for the preven-

HJR 132 would amend

ment grants. Last Friday, the Cen-

sus Bureau notified ACORN that 

the bureau was terminating its 

relationship due to a lack of confi-

dence in ACORNõs management of 

their partnership agreement.

Rep. Michele Bachmann (R -MN) 

offered an amendment to the Mort-

gage Reform and Anti -Predatory 

Lending Act (H.R 1728) during a 

Financial Services Committee 

markup to ban groups like ACORN 

from receiving housing counseling 

and legal assistance funds, and the 

amendment was accepted by voice 

vote. The next day, Financial Ser-

vices Committee Chairman Barney 

Frank (D -MA) said that he òmade a 

mistakeó by accepting Bachmannõs 

amendment and stated his intent 

to òcorrectó it. Frank offered his 

amendment to weaken Bachmannõs 

amendment on the House floor, 

and it passed by a vote of 245-176 

on May 7, 2009.  

 

Rep. Shelley Moore Capitol (R -WV) 

filed an amendment to the Democ-

ratsõ trillion-dollar òstimulus ó ð 

officially mis -named as the Ameri-

can Recovery and Reinvestment Act  

(H.R. 1) ð with the Rules Commit-

tee to prohibit non -profit groups 

such as ACORN from receiving fed-

eral funds.   However, the Democ-

ratic -controlled Rules Committee 

refused to make the amendment in 

order for consideration on the 

House floor on January 27, 2009.  

Rep. Spencer Bachus (R-AL) of-

fered an amendment to the Finan-

cial Services Committeeõs Budget 

Views and Estimates  that would 

have instituted safeguards against 

and restrictions to groups such as 

ACORN receiving taxpayer dol-

lars.   It was defeated by a roll call 

vote of 27-37 in the Financial Ser-

vices Committee on March 11, 

2009. 

House Bill 3646  returns our 

school finance system to a for-

mula -driven system and ensures 

that mid -size school districts re-

ceive positive funding adjust-

ments needed to educate chil-

dren.  
 

House Bill 3 holds school dis-

tricts accountable for the success 

of their students, allows for bet-

ter evaluation of student per-

formance, and increases empha-

sis on postsecondary and college 

readiness rather than standard-

ized testing (TAKS test). This bill 

also provides for a much needed, 

across the board pay -raise for our 

public school educators.  
 

Securing our Borders  
 

Texas continues to provide the 

critical line of defense toward 

securing the Texas -Mexico bor-

der. The Legislature approved 

$76.6 million in funding for the 

stateõs border security and gang 

strategy, including prosecution 

resources for local district attor-

neys and operational costs for 

local law enforcement and state 

troopers.  
 

As a member of the Senate 

Transportation and Homeland 

Security Committee,  Ignoring 

immigration laws restricts cru-

cial communication between local 

and federal officials regarding 

law -breaking individuals and 

endangers the public by allowing 

criminals to roam the streets.  
 

 Senate Bill 1422, which would 

have ended the state's revolving 

door policy of releasing illegal  

aliens under supervision.

receiving any taxpayer dollars 

directly from the state,ó Riddle 

said.  However, some county and 

city governments may have agree-

ments with ACORN that allow it 

to receive funding on a more local-

ized level, Riddle said.  òThereõs a 

clear direction from both the Cen-

sus Bureau and Congress that 

governments at every level need 

to put some distance between 

themselves and this groupõs illegal 

activities,ó Riddle said. òIf your 

local governments are giving 

money away to an organization 

that supports voter fraud, prosti-

tution, and money laundering,
