Securing borders - Obama's plan is first 
to secure all borders and ports-of-entry 
by providing additional personnel, 
infrastructure and technology.  Customs 
and Border Protection agents and 
personnel must be given adequate 
technological and intelligence support.

     US. Senate Bill 2433

This bill, sponsored by none other than Sen. 
Barack Obama, with the backing of Joe 
Biden on the Foreign Relations Committee, 
and liberal democrats in Congress, is 
nothing short of a massive giveaway of 
American wealth around the world, and a 
betrayal of the public trust, because, if 
passed, this bill would give over many 
aspects of our sovereignty to the United 
Nations.

Recently, the Senate Subcommittee on 

Foreign Relations (where Sen. Joe Biden 

sits) approved this plan by a voice vote 

without any discussion!

If Senators Obama and Biden are 

so proud of this legislation, then why don't 

they bring it out into the light of day and let 

the American people have a look at it 

instead of hiding it behind closed doors and 

sneaking it through Congress for late night 

votes.

Bills filed to be discussed in the 81st Session 
of the Texas House and Senate 
 
SB 51 authored by Zaffirini 
 
States, Section 1: ña motorist may not read, 
write or send a text while operating a motor 
vehicle unless it is stopped.  Section 2:  An 
operator of a passenger bus may not use a 
wireless device with a minor passenger on 
the bus except for an emergency or unless 
the passenger bus is stopped.ò  This bill does 
not include police officers or emergency re-
sponse providers while on duty.  This law will 
become effective on September 1, 2009. 
 
SB 52 authored by Zaffirini 
 
States, Section 1: ñ a person committing an 
offense of parking in a disabled space under 
this section is a misdemeanor, and punish-
able by a fine of not less than $500 or more 
than $750 for first offence.  Second offenders 
are punishable of not less than $550 or more 
than $800 and 10 hours of community ser-
vice.  Third offenders are punishable by not 
less than $550 and not more than $800 and 
not less than 20 hours of community service 
or more than 30 hours of community service.  
Fourth offenders are punishable of not less 
than $800 or more than $1100 and not less 

than 50 hours of community service.ò  This 
becomes effective on September 1, 2009. 
 

SB 92 authored by Van de Putte 
 
Section 101, states, ñ Electronic Mail Ballot 
Program.  The Secretary of State shall imple-
ment a program to allow the use of electronic 
mail to provide balloting materials to over-
seas voters who are members of the armed 
forces of the United States for a general elec-
tion for state and county officers.  A county 
with a population of 100, 000  or more may 
participate.  A county with less than a popula-
tion of 100,000 may participate only if the 
early voting clerk of the county makes a re-
quest of the Secretary of State and the Sec-
retary of State approves the request.ò 
 
SB 138 authored by Ellis 
 

Relating to the designation of certain election 

days as state holidays. Every day on which 
an election including a primary election is 
held throughout the state.  If this bill re-
ceives 2/3 of the vote it will become law 
immediately, however, if it does not then it 
will become effective on September 1, 
2009. 
 

SB 182 authored by Patrick 
 

Relating to informed consent of abortion.  
The bill must give the pregnant woman the 
name of the physician who will perform the 
abortion.  The physician must all give the 
pregnant woman the risks of infection, 
hemorrhage, potential danger to a subse-
quent pregnancy and infertility.  The physi-
cian must also give the pregnant woman 
the information of the possible increased 
risk in breast cancer following an abortion. 
The physician must also give the pregnant 
woman the approximate gestation period 
of the unborn child at the time of the abor-
tion.  The physician is required to inform 
the pregnant woman that medical assis-
tance benefits may be available for prena-
tal care, childcare, childbirth and neonatal 
care.  The physician must provide at least 
two hours before the abortion an ultra-
sound and display that ultrasound for the 
pregnant woman.  The physician must also 
allow the pregnant woman to hear the 
heart before the abortion can be per-
formed.  There are medical provisions in 
the bill in case of an emergency health 
problems for the pregnant woman that 
jeopardizes her safety. 
 

SB 238 authored by West 
 

A property owners association shall make 
the books and records of the association 
including the financial records, reasonably 
available to the owner.  If the property 
ownerôs association fails to comply an 
owner may seek one or more of the follow-
ing: court order directing association to 
provide information judgment against a 
property ownerôs association for a penalty 
not to exceed $1500judgment for property 
ownerôs association court cost and attor-
ney fees incurred in connection with seek-
ing recovery.  Judgment authorizing the
